Statement of Purpose



To provide a Christ like atmosphere for young people and their families to 



Fellowship with others through a youth softball program.

Dress Code

Boys: Baseball pants, shorts, sliding pants with shorts covering them. All the above clothing must be no more than two inches above the knee and may not be tight fitting.

Girls: Culottes or same as the boy’s dress code.

Coaches: Same as above plus a shirt with sleeves (no tank tops). Head coach must see that base coaches meet these standards.

For safety no jewelry will be allowed.

A jersey will be provided by the league and should be worn for each game.

A player may not be allowed to participate in the game if they are deemed to be in violation of the dress code.

Conduct

In order to set a Godly example for our children in their attitude toward authority, spectators are asked not to yell at or argue with the umpires or coaches.

Spectators are not allowed in the dugouts.

Players may not argue with the umpires. Ejection from the game may result.

Bat slinging will not be allowed. After a warning, the batter will be called out, unless the first offense is of such an extreme nature as to warrant no warning.

There will be no tobacco products used by coaches, players, umpires, or scorekeepers during the game.

Any profane language will result in ejection from the game and one additional game.

Anyone running over another player intentionally in the opinion of the umpire during a close play will be called out and may be ejected from the game.

Coaches must not touch a runner. If touched, the runner may be called out if in the opinion of the umpire they assisted the runner’s movement.

Game Length

1) Games will be seven inning or one hour in length.(The time may be shortened during the Tournament or other circumstances.)

2) The game will be called after five innings if there is a lead of ten runs or more.

Batting order

1) The team batting order will be submitted to the scorekeeper ten minutes before the scheduled game time.

2) Every player present will be in the batting order and bat in his/her turn.

3) A team will bat in an inning until one of the following occurs:

a) Three outs are made

b) The team has batted through the batting order, unless they have less than a five run advantage, in which case they will continue to bat until they have made three outs or have gained a five run advantage.

Pitching

A coach will pitch to his own team in all divisions.

Coaches pitching must not intentionally interfere with the play of a hit ball or his batter may be called out.

Division 1: Each batter will receive up to five pitches to put the ball in play fairly. There will be no 3 swing strikeouts.

Division 2 and 3: Each batter will receive up to five pitches or three swinging strikes.

Team Size on the Field

Divisions 1 and 2 will consist of eleven players (five in the outfield).

Divisions 3 will consist of the standard ten players (four outfielders).

No team will be forced to forfeit a game for not having enough players.

Positions

In all three divisions the pitcher must remain in the pitcher’s circle until the ball is batted.

In all divisions when the ball crosses the plate the players must be in the following positions:

1) Infielders must be even with or behind the baselines.

2) Outfielders must be on the grass.

At the umpire’s discretion, the batter will be awarded first base and each runner will be advanced one base if the above rules are violated.

In divisions 1 and 2 the fielding team will automatically receive timeout by returning the ball to the pitcher inside the pitching circle once he has control of the ball. In any division anyone on the infield may request timeout from the umpire, but such timeout will only be granted when the umpire determines that play is dead.

Team Assignments

Only the head coach’s children and those of one previously designated assistant coach will be guarenteed to be placed on a specific team. There will be no other special consideration for placing players.

Equipment

Regulation women’s softballs will be used in all divisions. 

Either softball or baseball bats may be used in division 1. In all other divisions only softball bats may be used.

Additional Rules

Players must remain in the dugout unless they are on deck.

Infield fly rule will not apply for division 1.

In Division 1 the pitcher can not tag the batter going to first nor may he tag the first base bag to get the batter out. He must throw the ball to another player who then tags either the batter or the bag.

Catchers must wear a protective helmet.

All runners while on base as well as the batter and the on-deck hitter must wear a batting helmet.

Every player must play at least two innings on defense per game.

Players must be born after June 1, 1987 and before June 1, 1998.

It will be the coach’s responsibility to inform the parents and the players of all of the league’s rules. Each coach is responsible for the conduct of his/her players and parents.

Practice is restricted to one 1-hour practice per week.
